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Introductioh

Major roads converge on Gyumri from all directions and
there is no bypass to remove through traffic from the
congested city centre. Street infrastructure, together
with street lighting has seen little investment or
effective maintenance during the last two decades and
is in a very poor condition.

Due to condition, and the high percentage of non-
functional lights, a large part of the streets, including
some primary streets in the city centre, was not
sufficiently illuminated, which resulted in decreased
road safety and increased public security concerns.

The European Bank for Reconstruction and
Development (the “EBRD”) has provided support to the
City to carry out a Feasibility Study for road and lighting
improvement works. The final report from this
Feasibility Study has been issued in 2015 and contains a
shortlist of street pavement and street lighting
improvement works which has been agreed with the
City.
